Charging the Battery

Recognizing Icons on the Display Screen

Internal Phone Book Entry Options

When you display an Internal Phone Book entry, the following
options are displayed when you press B
® Talk to dial the phone number. (If you are roaming and have
Call Guard activated, press @2 to complete the call.)
® Edit allows you to modify or add information to the entry.
® Prepend allows you to add a series of numbers before the
phone number is dialed.
® Erase allows you to permanently delete the entry.
To select an option, highlight it and press ﬂ or press the
corresponding number on the keypad.

Tip: You can view the next entry by pressing the navigation key right or
view the previous entry by pressing the navigation key left.

Entering Text

(for example, when adding an Internal Phone Book entry).

The Shortcut option is displayed when you are creating an email or
entering a URL. The following options are available:

® www. automatically enters “www.”

® .com automatically enters “.com”.

¢ .org automatically enters “.org”.

® _net automatically enters “.net”.

® _edu automatically enters “.edu”.

® .wap automatically enters “.wap”.

® https:// automatically enters “https://”.

Entering Characters Using T9 Text Input
T9 Text Input lets you enter text in your phone by pressing keys just
once per letter. (To select the T9 Word mode when entering text, see
"Selecting a Character Input Mode" on page 59.)
T9 Text Input analyzes the letters you enter using an intuitive word
database and creates a suitable word. (The word may change as you
type.) If the word you want does not display after you have entered all
the letters, press @=) to scroll through additional word selections.
To accept a word and insert a space, press ﬂ
If you make a mistake, press @ to erase a single character. Press
and hold @=) to delete an entire entry.

Entering Characters by Tapping the Keypad
To enter characters by tapping the keypad, select the Alpha mode
(see “Selecting a Character Input Mode” on page 59). Press the
corresponding key until the desired character appears. By default, the
first letter of a word is capitalized and following letters are lowercase.

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Voice Services

Activating Voice Recognition

Voice recognition allows you to say commands to perform common
functions supported by your phone. There is no voice training
required to use the voice recognition feature. You simply say the pre-
designated command displayed on your screen in a normal tone of
voice to perform the desired function.

To activate voice recognition:

1. Press and hold Q

2. The phone prompts you to say a voice command. Wait for
the beep and then say one of the following commands:

- Digit Dial - Voice Memo - Browser

- Name Dial - Phonebook - Play Games

When it recognizes one of these commands, the phone launches the
associated application. If the phone does not hear a command within
approximately eight seconds, it de-activates voice recognition
without taking any action.

Note: If you want to use a different button to activate voice recognition,
press ) @& @ for Launch Pad. On this menu, you can change
button assignments, including the button used to launch "Voice Dial,"
which is the voice recognition application.

Digit Dial

Digit Dial allows you dial any valid 7 or 11 digit North American
phone number by speaking the number naturally, without pausing
between the digits.

Tips for using Digit Dial:

® Digit Dial works best in quieter environments.

I
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® When saying a number, speak at a normal speed and say each

digit clearly. There is no need to pause between digits.

® The phone recognizes the digits one, two, three, four, five, six,
seven, eight, nine, zero, and oh. The phone does not recognize
numbers such as "one eight hundred" for "1-800." Instead, say
"one-eight-zero-zero."

® The phone recognizes only valid 7, 10, or 11 digit North
American phone numbers.

® |f your phone does not usually recognize you correctly when
you are using Digit Dial, try adapting Digit Dial to your voice,
which can significantly improve accuracy for some speakers.
See the section "Adapting Digit Dial" for details.
To place a call using Digit Dial:

1. Activate voice recognition by pressing and holding % .The
phone prompts you for a command.

2. Say Digit Dial. The phone prompts you to say the number.

3. Sayavalid 7, 10 or 11 digit North American phone number
naturally and clearly.

Note: If desired, you can say the number "1" before the number. This is
not required, the call is made both ways.

4. |fthe phone asks you, "Did You Say," followed by the correct
number, say "Yes." You can also select the correct number
from those displayed on the screen by pressing @ on the
correct number. The phone will then dial the number.

5. If the phone asks you, "Did You Say," followed by an
incorrect number, say "No." If there are other alternatives,
the phone will prompt you with the next one. You can also
press the navigation key up or down to select the correct
number from the Choice List, and then press g} to dial.
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Note: In some cases, the phone might ask you to repeat a number. Make
sure that the number is a valid 7 or 10 digit North American phone

number, and then say the number again. If the number isn't valid, or if the
phone still doesn't understand the number on the second try, it will not
place a call.

Enabling/Disabling Digit Dial Choice Lists
You can customize whether the Digit Dial feature displays the list of
top voice recognition choices or automatically dials the first number,
without displaying a choice list.
To enable or disable choice lists for Digit Dial:

1. Press [ for Settings.

2. Press for Voice Dial.

3. Press @& for Choice List.

4. Press @ for Digit Dial.

5. Press the navigation key up or down to select Yes or No and

press g]

Note: Disabling the choice list does not disable the digit dial feature. Only
the choice list is disabled.

Adapting Digit Dial

Digit Dialing is speaker independent, which means that no training or
adaptation is required. Some users with heavy accents or unusual
voice characteristics may find difficulty in achieving high accuracy
with speaker independent digit dialing, so the Adapt Digits feature
allows users to dramatically improve the digit accuracy through
adaptation. Users who get acceptable digit recognition accuracy will
find no additional benefit to performing the Adapt Digit adaptation.
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After you adapt Digit Dial, your phone will be customized to your
voice. Other people will not be able to use Digit Dial on your phone

unless they reset the phone to factory defaults.

Important: ONLY adapt Digit Dial if the system is frequently
misrecognizing your speech. You can always restore the system to its
original factory setting.

Adaptation involves recording several digit sequences to teach the
system your voice. The adaptation process takes about 3 minutes.
Tips for adapting Digit Dial:

® Adapt digits in a quiet place.

® Make sure you wait for the beep before starting to speak.

® Speak clearly, but say each digit sequence naturally.

® |f you make a mistake while recording a sequence of digits, or
if there is an unexpected noise that spoils the recording, you
can say or select No when the prompt asks, “Did the recording
sound OK?”. You will then be prompted to re-record the
sequence.
To adapt Digit Dial to your voice:

1. Press for Settings.
2. Press @ for Voice Dial.
3. Press @ for Adapt Digits.
4

. The phone displays the first digit sequence. When you are
ready to start recording, press g} The phone prompts you
to say the first sequence of digits.

5. Wait for the beep, and then repeat the digits using a normal
tone of voice. The phone plays back your recording and
asks you if the recording sounds "OK."
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6.

If the recording sounds ok (no mistakes, and no
background noises), say "Yes." If you need to re-record the
digits to fix any problems, say "No." The phone then
prompts you to say the digits again. Wait for the beep, and
then record the digits again. Repeat this step until you are
satisfied with the recording.

After confirming that the recording sounds ok, repeat the
recording process with the next set of digits. After six sets
of digits, the phone will ask you whether you want to do
more adaptation. Answer "Yes."

Repeat steps 4-8 for another six sets of digits. After the
sixth set of digits, you will be half way through the session
and the phone asks “More Adapatation?”. Select OK to
continue for six more sets of digits, or press 5 for partial
adapation. When you are finished with a full session, you
will reach a screen that reads, “Adaptation Complete”.

Note: It is recommended that you perform the complete adaptation of
Digit Dial at least once to achieve the maximum benefit of this feature. If a
partial adaptation is performed, you can always return later and resume
the process from the half way point.

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Using Name Dial

For best results with Name Dial, enter first and last names in your
phone book, avoid using abbreviations, and make sure the names are
spelled correctly. Name Dial automatically voice-activates every
contact in your Phonebook without the need to record or "train"
names before using them. With Name Dial you can dial any person in
your Phonebook by saying that person's name.

To place a call using Name Dial:

1. Activate voice recognition by pressing and holding Q . The
phone prompts you for a command.

2. Say Name Dial. The phone prompts you to say a name.

3. Say the full name of the person you want to call, exactly as it
is entered in your Phonebook. The phone plays the name
through the earpiece and displays it on the screen. If the
Phonebook contains only one number for the name, the
phone automatically dials that number.

4. |f the name that you spoke has more than one number
associated with it, the phone displays the different locations
(home, work, etc.) and asks you which one to dial. Say one
of the following locations:

- Home - Mobile - Fax

- Work - Pager

5. The phone dials the number for the location you specified.

Phonebook allows you to retrieve contact information for any person
saved in your phone by saying the full name of the person.

3. Say the full name of the person, exactly as it is entered in
your Phonebook. The phone plays the name it recognized
through the earpiece, and then opens the contact

Recording Memos

You can use your phone to record memos, or record the person at
the other end of a phone call.

Note: You can store up to 10 minutes of memos at a time, in up to 10
separate memos. Individual memos can be up to 60 seconds long.

When you have finished recording, the phone offers you the option of
reviewing the memo, re-recording the memao, saving it, or quitting
without saving the memo.

Using Voicemail

Setting Up Your Voicemail

All unanswered calls to your phone are automatically transferred to
voicemail, even if your phone is in use or turned off. Therefore, you
will want to set up your Voicemail and personal greeting as soon as
your phone is activated.

To set up voicemail:

1. Press and hold ﬂ

2. Follow the system prompts to create your passcode, record
your greeting, and record your name announcement.

Note: You must request this feature from your service provider for it to
work correctly.

Note: The voicemail setup process may vary in certain Affiliate areas.

Voicemail Notification
There are several ways your phone alerts you:
® By displaying a message on the screen.
® By sounding the assigned ringer type.
® By a blinking red LED light.
® By displaying at the top of your screen.
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New Voicemail Message Alerts

When you receive a new voice message, your phone alerts you and
prompts you to call your voicemail. To call your voicemail, press and hold

g} . To display your Missed Log, press @ 0 .

Important: When you are roaming off the network, you may not receive
notification of new voicemail messages. It is recommended that you
periodically check your voicemail by dialing 1 + area code + your Phone
Number. When your voicemail answers, press @ and enter your
passcode. You will be charged roaming rates when accessing voicemail
while roaming off the network.

Note: Your phone accepts messages even when it is turned off. However,
you are only notified of new messages when your phone is turned on and
you are in a Service Area.

Retrieving Your Voicemail Messages
You can review your messages directly from your phone or from any
other touch-tone phone. To dial from your phone, you can either
speed dial your voicemail or use the menu keys.

Using One-Touch Message Access:
® Press and hold gj Follow the system prompts.

Using the Menu Keys on Your Phone to Access Your Messages:

Note: You are charged for airtime minutes when you are accessing your
voicemail from your phone.
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Using a Phone Other Than Your Wireless Phone to Access

Your phone may temporarily continue to display the message icon

Caller ID lets people know who’s calling by displaying the number of
the person calling.

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Responding to Call Waiting

When you’re on a call, Call Waiting alerts you to incoming calls by
sounding two beeps. Your phone’s screen informs you that another
call is coming in and displays the caller'’s phone number (if it is
available and you are in digital mode).

To respond to an incoming call while you’re on a call:

® Press Q (This puts the first caller on hold and answers
the second call.)
To switch back to the first caller:

® Press & again.

Tip: For those calls where you don’t want to be interrupted, you can
temporarily disable Call Waiting by pressing & w @ before
placing your call. Call Waiting is automatically reactivated once you end
the call.

Making a Three-Way Call

With Three-Way Calling, you can talk to two people at the same time.
When using this feature, the normal airtime rates will be charged for
each of the two calls.

2. Once you have established the connection, press D
for 3-Way Call.

3. Dial the second number and press Q

4. When you’re connected to the second party, press &
again to begin your three-way call.

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If one of the people you called hangs up during your call, you and the
remaining caller stay connected.

Tip: You can also begin a Three-Way Call by displaying a phone number
stored in your Internal Phone Book, Call History, or Messaging. To call
the third party, press &.

Note: Call Waiting and Three-Way Calling are not available while roaming
off the network.

Data/Fax

Your phone is capable of sending and receiving digital data and fax
calls when connected to a computing device (laptop, desktop, hand
held, palmtop, etc.) running the Windows or Windows NT operating
system. Your phone functions similar to a typical modem on your PG,
enabling you to use wireless data involving a wide variety of
Windows applications.

To use digital data or fax services with your phone, you will need to
obtain a digital data/fax kit from your service provider. This kit
contains the necessary cables, software, and documentation required
for you to connect and use your phone with your computing device.

When your web connection is dormant (no data is being sent or
received). Though not currently active, when dormant the
phone can restart an active connection quickly; voice calls can
be made and received.

Navigating the Wireless Web
Navigating through menus and Web sites during a web session is
easy once you've learned a few basics. Here are some tips for getting
around:

Softkeys
When browsing the Web, the bottom line of your phone's display
contains one or more softkeys. These keys are shortcut controls for
navigating around the Web, and they correspond to the softkey
buttons directly below the phone’s display screen. Depending on
which Web sites you visit, the labels on the softkeys may change to
indicate their function.

® Select links by highlighting the link and then selecting the
appropriate softkey.

Tip: The tenth item in a numbered list may be selected by pressing
the @=) key on your phone’s keypad, even though the number 0 doesn’t
appear on the screen.

® To go back one page, press @=J on your phone. (Note that

&= is also used for deleting text (like a BACKSPACE key)
when you are entering text.)

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Getting the Most Out of Your Reception

Keeping Tabs on Signal Strength
The quality of each call you make or receive depends on the signal
strength in your area. Your phone informs you of the current signal
strength by displaying a number of bars next to the signal strength
icon. The more bars displayed, the stronger the signal. If you're
inside a building, being near a window may give you better reception.

Understanding the Power Save Feature
If your phone is unable to find a signal after 15 minutes of searching, a
Power Save feature is automatically activated. If your phone is active,
it periodically rechecks service availability or you can check it yourself
by pressing any key. Anytime the Power Save feature is activated, a
message displays on the screen. When a signal is found, your phone
returns to standby mode.

Understanding How Your Phone Operates
Your phone is basically a radio transmitter and receiver. When it's
turned on, it receives and transmits radio frequency (RF) signals.
When you use your phone, the system handling your call controls the
power level. This power can range from 0.006 watts to 0.2 watts in
digital mode.

Knowing Radio Frequency Safety
The design of your phone complies with updated NCRP standards
described below. In 1991-92, the Institute of Electrical and
Electronics Engineers (IEEE) and the American National Standards
Institute (ANSI) joined in updating ANSI’s 1982 standard for safety
levels with respect to human exposure to RF signals. More than 120
scientists, engineers and physicians from universities, government
health agencies and industries developed this updated standard after
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reviewing the available body of research. In 1993, the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC) adopted this updated standard
in a regulation. In August 1996, the FCC adopted hybrid standard
consisting of the existing ANSI/IEEE standard and the guidelines
published by the National Council of Radiation Protection and
Measurements (NCRP).

Maintaining Your Phone’s Peak Performance
There are several simple guidelines to operating your phone properly
and maintaining safe, satisfactory service.
® Hold the phone with the antenna raised, fully-extended, and
over your shoulder.
® Try not to hold, bend, or twist the phone’s antenna.
® Don’t use the phone if the antenna is damaged.
® Speak directly into the mouthpiece.
® Avoid exposing your phone and accessories to rain or liquid
spills.

To operate your phone safely and efficiently, always follow
any special regulations in a given area. Turn your phone off in areas
where use is forbidden or when it may cause interference or danger.

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Using Your Phone Near Other Electronic Devices
Most modern electronic equipment is shielded from radio frequency
(RF) signals. However, RF signals from wireless phones may affect
inadequately shielded electronic equipment.
RF signals may affect improperly installed or inadequately shielded
electronic operating systems and/or entertainment systems in motor
vehicles. Check with the manufacturer or their representative to
determine if these systems are adequately shielded from external RF
signals. Also check with the manufacturer regarding any equipment
that has been added to your vehicle.
Consult the manufacturer of any personal medical devices, such as
pacemakers and hearing aids, to determine if they are adequately
shielded from external RF signals.

Note: Always turn off the phone in health care facilities and request
permission before using the phone near medical equipment.

Turning Off Your Phone Before Flying
Turn off your phone before boarding any aircraft. To prevent possible
interference with aircraft systems, the U.S. Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) regulations require you to have permission
from a crew member to use your phone while the plane is on the
ground. To prevent any risk of interference,
FCC regulations prohibit using your phone while the plane is in the
air.

Turning Off Your Phone in Dangerous Areas
To avoid interfering with blasting operations, turn off your phone
when in a blasting area or in other areas with signs indicating that
two-way radios should be turned off. Construction crews often use
remote-control RF devices to
set off explosives.
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Turn off your phone when you're in any area that has a
potentially explosive atmosphere. Although it's rare, your

phone or its accessories could generate sparks. Sparks
could cause an explosion or a fire resulting in bodily injury
or even death. These areas are often, but not always,
clearly marked. They include:

® Fueling areas such as gas stations.

® Below deck on boats.

® Fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities.

® Areas where the air contains chemicals or particles such as

grain, just or metal powders.

® Any other area where you would normally be advised to turn
off your vehicle’s engine.

Note: Never transport or store flammable gas, liquid or explosives in the
compartment of your vehicle that contains your phone or accessories.
