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Getting Started
Installing and Charging the Battery
Your phone is equipped with a Lithium Ion (Li-ion) battery. It allows 
you to recharge your battery before it is fully drained.

• Voice Memo: allows you to record the other person’s 
conversation during a call.

• Tools & Apps: opens the Tools & Apps menu. See "Tools & 
Apps" on page 92.

• Phone Info: displays your phone’s hardware and software 
versions. See "Phone Info" on page 137.
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Making Three-Way Calls
With Three-Way Calling, you can talk to two people at the same time. 
When using this feature, the normal airtime rates will be charged for 
each of the two calls.

To make a multi-party call:

1. Enter a number you wish to call and press .

2. Once you have established the connection, press the right 
soft key  for Options, followed by  for 3-Way Call.

3. Dial the second number and press .

4. When you’re connected to the second party, press  again 
to begin your three-way call.

If one of the people you called hangs up during your call, you and the 
remaining caller stay connected. If you initiated the call and are the 
first to hang up, all three callers are disconnected.

Tip: You can also begin a three-way call by displaying a phone number 
stored in your Contacts, Call History, or Messaging menus. To call the 
third party, press .

Mute/UnMute
You can place the current call on hold by pressing the left soft key  
for Mute. To reactivate your phone’s microphone, press the left soft 
key  again for UnMute.

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End-of-Call Options
To end a call, slide the phone closed. After ending a call that you 
received or that you placed to a phone number that is not in your 
Contacts, the phone number and the duration of the call are 
displayed. Press the left soft key  to Save the number to your 
Contacts. 

If the number is already in your Contacts, this soft key  lets you 
Call the number back. 

Note: The End-of-Call options are not displayed for calls identified as 
Unknown ID or Restricted numbers.

Saving Phone Numbers
Your phone can store up to 500 entries (numbers/e-mail 
addresses, etc.) in eight categories (Mobile, Home, Office, Pager, 
Fax, E-mail1, E-mail2, Other). The Contacts capacity is based on 
number of entries, not on number of contacts. (For more 
information, see "Adding New Entries" on page 39.)

Entering Text

Selecting a Character Input Mode
Your phone provides convenient ways to enter words, letters, 
punctuation, symbols, and numbers whenever you are prompted to 
enter text (for example, when adding a Contacts entry or when 
sending text messages).

To change the character input mode:

1. When you display a screen where you can enter text, press 
the right soft key  for Options.
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2. Select a character input mode:

• Alpha: to enter characters with the keypad (see page 29).

• T9(English): to enter characters using predictive T9 Text 
Input (see the next topic).

• Symbols: to enter symbols (see page 30).

• Number: to enter numbers (see page 30).

• Quick text: to enter prewritten phrases. This option is 
available only for fields where Quick text can be entered. 
For more information Quick Text, see page 65.

• WWW: to enter common Web text. This option is available 
only for fields where Web text can be entered.

Entering Characters Using T9 Text Input
T9 Text Input lets you enter text by pressing keys just once per letter. 
To select T9 (English) mode when entering text, see "Selecting a 
Character Input Mode" on page 27.

T9 Text Input analyzes the letters you enter using an intuitive word 
database and creates a suitable word. (The word may change as you 
type.) If the word you want is not displayed after you have entered all 
the letters, press  to scroll through additional word selections. To 
accept a word and insert a space, press .If you make a mistake, 
press  to erase a single character. Press and hold  to delete an 
entire entry.

To enter text using T9:

1. From the text entry screen (for example, a new event in 
scheduler), press the right soft key  for Options and 
select T9 (English).

2. Use the keypad to enter the new event. (For example, to 
enter “Meeting”, press  once,  twice,  once,  
once,  once, and  once.)

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Entering Characters with the Keypad

To enter characters by tapping the keypad, select the Alpha mode 
(see “Selecting a Character Input Mode” on page 27). Press the 
corresponding key repeatedly until the desired character appears.

To enter text using Alpha:

Using Caller ID
By displaying the phone number of the Received call, Caller ID allows 
you to identify a caller before answering the phone. If you do not 
want your number displayed when you make a call, see the following 
procedure. 

To block your phone number from being displayed for a specific 
outgoing call:

To permanently block your number, call the Customer Service 
department of your network service provider.

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Responding to Call Waiting
When you’re on a call, Call Waiting alerts you of incoming calls by 
sounding two beeps. Your phone’s screen informs you that another 
call is coming in and displays the caller’s phone number (if it is 
available and you are in digital mode).

• Press  or the Answer soft key. (This puts the first caller on 
hold and answers the second call.)

To switch back to the first caller:

Groups

Assigning Contacts to Groups

The preset group names programmed into your phone are:

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To associate an existing contact with a group:

Viewing Your Call History
To view an entry in Call History:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

• Recent Calls: displays your most recent calls regardless 
of type (received, dialed or missed).

• Received Calls: displays your received calls.
• Dialed Calls: displays your dialed calls.

4. To call a number, highlight the number and press .

Note: You cannot make calls from Call History to entries identified as
Unknown or Restricted. 
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Call History Options
For additional information on a particular call, highlight a Call History 
entry and press . The time and date of the call is displayed.

Press the right soft key  for Options to select one of the following 
options for the selected entry. Option availability depends on the Call 
History category currently in view:

• Send Msg: sends a Message or Postcard (a picture taken with 
your camera) to the person.

Erasing Call History
To delete your call records:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Call History. 

3. Press  for Erase History and select an option:

• Recent Calls: deletes your most recent calls.

• Received Calls: deletes your received calls.
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• Dialed Calls: deletes your dialed calls.

• Missed Calls: deletes the calls you missed.

4. Confirm the deletion by selecting Yes and pressing .

Call Timers
Call Timers allows you to check the time of the last call or the total air 
time since your phone was activated on the network. These times 
are not meant for billing purposes.

To view the Call Timers:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Call History. 

3. Press  for Call Timers.

4. Select an option:

• Last Call: displays the length of the last call.

• Recent Calls: displays the number and total length of all 
recent calls.

• Lifetime: displays the number and total length of all the 
calls since the timer was last reset.

• Data Transferred: displays the amount of data transferred 
on your phone.

• Connection Time: displays the connection time of your 
data session.

• Reset Timer: resets all the timers. Select Yes or No and 
press .

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Messaging
You can send and receive a range of different message types with 
your phone. Press the left soft key  for Menu, followed by  for 
Messaging. This menu has the following messaging options:

• Voice Mail: allows you to access your voice mailbox and check 
for voice messages.

• Text and Multimedia: allows you to compose and send text and 
multimedia messages to phones able to receive the messages.

• Web Alert: allows you to view specific Web alerts from your 
service provider.

• E-Mail: allows you to access your e-mail messages. 

• IM & Chat: allows you send and receive messages to and from 
popular IM (Instant Messaging) services and chat.

• Short Codes: allows you to view specific information and links 
from your service provider.

Voice Mail

Setting up Your Voice Mail
All unanswered calls to your phone are automatically transferred to 
your voice mail, even if your phone is in use or turned off. Therefore, 
you should set up your voice mail and personal greeting as soon as 
your phone is activated.

Note: You must request this feature from your service provider for it to 
work correctly.
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To set up Voice Mail:

1. Press and hold the  key.

2. Follow the system audio prompts to create your passcode, 
record your greeting, and record your name announcement.

Voice Mail Notification
There are several ways your phone alerts you of a new message:

• By displaying a message on the screen.

• By sounding the assigned ringer type. For more information, 
see "Messages" on page 116.

• By displaying  at the top of your screen.

New Voice Mail Message Alerts
When you receive a new voice message, your phone alerts you and 
prompts you to call to check your voice mail. 

To check your voice mail immediately after receiving a message:

1. Press the  key to listen to the message.

2. Press the  key to return to the Idle screen. 

To display your voice mail:

• Press the left soft key  for Menu, then press   .

Tip: You can also press and hold  to check your voice mail.

Important: When you are roaming off the network, you may not receive 
notification of new voice mail messages. It is recommended that you 
periodically check your voice mail by dialing 1 + area code + your phone 
number.

Note: Your phone accepts messages even when it is turned off. However, 
you are notified of new messages only when your phone is turned on and 
you are in a service area.

Retrieving Your Voice Mail Messages
To check your voice mail from your phone, you can either speed dial 
your voice mail server number by pressing and holding the 
navigation key up (only when the slide cover is open) or by using the 
menu keys.

To use the menu keys to access your voice mail:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Messaging.

3. Press  for Voice Mail.

Note: You are charged for airtime minutes when you are accessing your 
voice mail from your phone.

Clearing the Message Icon
Your phone may temporarily continue to display the message icon 
after you have checked your voice messages.
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To clear the icon from the display screen:

3. Press  for Voice Mail.

4. Press  for Clear Icon.

5. Press the navigation key up to highlight Yes and press .

Text and Multimedia Messages

Create New
Using your phone, you can send text and multimedia messages to 
other mobile phones in North America and around the world, 
depending on your carrier.

To create a text message:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Messaging.

3. Press  for Text and Multimedia.

4. Press  for Send New.

5. Enter the phone number or e-mail address manually, or, to 
send the message to a saved contact, press the down 
navigation key, highlight Contact List and press . 
Highlight the desired contact and press the  key. When 
you are finished adding contacts, press the left soft key  
for Next.
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If you wish to send your message to multiple numbers or 
addresses, repeat step 5. Use the navigation keys to move 
up and down your list of addressees. You can send a 
message to a maximum of 10 numbers.

6. When you are finished entering numbers or addresses, 
press the left soft key  for Next.

Tip: For the next step, you can change the text entry mode by pressing 
the right soft key  and selecting a text entry option. See "Selecting a 
Character Input Mode" on page 27.

7. Specify a Subject and create your message using the 
keypad as follows.

• To add a Subject line to your message, highlight the 
Subject box using the navigation keys.

To add sound, picture or video files to a message:

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3. Select an option:

For audio files, select Record New or Sound Album.

• If you select Record New, you are prompted to record a 
new voice memo. For more information on recording 
voice memos, see "Voice Memo" on page 112. 

• If you select Sound Album, select the album with the 
sound clip you want to attach, then highlight the 
desired clip or voice memo and press .

For pictures, select Take Picture or Image Album.

• If you select Take Picture, the camera will start. For 
more information, see "Taking Pictures" on page 79. 

• If you select Image Album, select the album with the 
image you want to attach, then highlight the desired 
photograph and press .

For videos, select Record Video or Video Album.

• If you select Record Video, the camcorder will start. 
For more information, see "Taking Videos" on page 86. 

• If you select Video Album, select the album with the 
video you want to attach, then highlight the desired 
video. To view the video, press . To attach the video, 
press the left soft key  for Add.

Note: The last icon lets you add slides to the message. Slides are useful 
for long messages. For more information, see the next procedure.

4. The file is attached to your message. You can now finish 
composing and send your message.

Adding slides to your message
Messages can contain up to 1000 characters. For lengthy messages, 
you can divide the message text among two slides. Each slide 
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presents one screen of information. Each slide can contain its own 
sound and picture attachments.

To add slides to a message:

1. From the message composition screen, highlight More 
using the navigation keys and press .

2. Highlight the Add Slide icon using the navigation keys and 
press .

3. A new body box appears below the first box. You can move 
between the first and second slides using the up and down 
navigation keys. You can now finish composing and send.

Changing sending options for messages
1. From the message composition screen, highlight More 

using the navigation keys and press the right soft key  
for Options.

2. Highlight Sending Options and press . 

3. Select the option you wish to change. The options available 
to you depend on the type of message you created.

SMS options (SMS  are typically text-only messages.)

• CallBack Number: allows you to change the callback 
number for this message. The default callback number is 
your mobile phone number.

MMS  options (MMS typically have multimedia 
attachments.)

• Read Report: allows you to turn Read Report Off or On. 
When this option is on, you will be notified when your 
message is read by the message’s recipient.
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• Delivery Report: allows you to turn Delivery Report Off or 
On. When this option is on, you will be notified when your 
message is received by the message’s recipient.

• Priority: allows you to change the priority of the message 
between High, Normal, and Low.

• CC: allows you to add a CC address to your message.

• BCC: allows you to add a BCC address to your message.

• Slide Timing: allows you set the duration (in seconds) of 
each slide.

4. When you are finished modifying the messaging options, 
press the  key to return to the message window. 

Saving messages
You can save a draft of your message prior to sending it. This is 
useful if you intend to send the message again in the future or if you 
cannot complete the message and want to do so at a later time.

To save a draft of a message:

1. From the message composition screen, highlight More 
using the navigation keys and press the right soft key  
for Options.

• Select Save to Drafts. The message is stored in the 
Drafts folder. When the message is sent, the draft is 
deleted.

• Select Save Text. The text of your message is now stored 
as a Quick Text message. For more information Quick 
Text, see page 65.

• For MMS messages (which typically contain sound, 
photograph or video clip files) you can select Save As 
Template. Enter a name for the template and press . 
The message is now stored in your Templates folder. 
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Unlike draft messages, templates are not deleted when 
sent.

Inbox
This folder contains all your received text and multimedia messages. 
From this folder, you can view your messages, reply to or forward 
messages to another destination.

To view a message in the Inbox:

4. Press  for Inbox. Your messages appear in a list.

To select Inbox options:

• Reply with Copy (SMS) or Reply to All (MMS): allows to 
reply to the sender of the message with the messaged 
copied into your reply.

• Forward: allows you to forward a copy of the message to 
another person.

• Move to Saved: allows you to move the message to the 
Saved list.

• Save Address: allows you to save an address as an entry 
in your Contacts list.

• Message Details: allows you to view information about 
the message, such as date and time.

• Erase: allows you to delete the message.

• Erase Multiple: allows you to select and delete several 
messages.

• Erase All: allows you to delete all the messages in the 
list.

Outbox/Sent 
This folder contains messages you have sent and saved to your 
Outbox or are waiting to send. From this folder, you can select and 
resend messages.

To forward or resend your message:

• If the subject image is in reverse on the display, you can 
invert it using the Volume key  on the left side of 
the phone to display the image correctly.

lighting conditions created by incandescent 
household light bulbs.

• Fluorescent: adjusts the white balance to match 
inside lighting conditions created by fluorescent 
lighting.

• Manual: allows you to adjust the white balance 
settings manually.

• Settings: allows you to configure the following settings 
(when you change these settings, they are saved for all 
subsequent shots):
• Resolution: allows you to set the size of the picture to

Best: 1280x960, High: 800x600, Med: 640x480, or 
Low: 320x240.
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Note: You cannot use the zoom feature if you set the resolution to Best.

• Quality: allows you to select the detail quality of the 
picture: Fine, Normal, or Economy.

• Shutter Sound: allows you to select the sound the 
phone makes when a picture is taken: Shutter1-4.

To view Scheduler options:

World Time displays what time it is in twenty-four different time 
zones around the world together with one or more major cities, 
states, regions, or countries in a time zone.

To use World Time:

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2. Press the navigation key up/left, or down/right to display the 
different time zones.

3. Press the right soft key  to Set DST (Daylight Savings 
Time).

Voice Service

Activating Voice Recognition
Voice recognition allows you to say commands to perform common 
functions supported by your phone. There is no voice training 
required to use the voice recognition feature. You simply say the 
predesignated command displayed on your screen in a normal tone 
of voice to perform the desired function.

To activate voice recognition:

1. Press and hold . (The phone prompts you to say a voice 
command.) 

2. Wait for the beep and then say one of the following 
commands:

When it recognizes one of these commands, the phone launches the 
associated application. If the phone does not hear a command within 
approximately eight seconds, it de-activates voice recognition 
without taking any action.

• Call • Send Text • Lookup

• Go To • Check
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Call allows you to dial any valid 7, 10 or 11 digit North American 
phone number by speaking the number naturally, without pausing 
between the digits. 

Tips for using voice dial:

• Call works best in quieter environments.

• When saying a number, speak at a normal speed and say each 
digit clearly. There is no need to pause between digits. 

• The phone recognizes the digits one, two, three, four, five, six, 
seven, eight, nine, zero, and oh. The phone does not recognize 
numbers such as “one eight hundred” for “1-800”. Instead, say 
“one-eight-zero-zero”.

• The phone recognizes only valid 7, 10 or 11 digit North 
American phone numbers.

• If your phone does not usually recognize you correctly when 
you are using voice Call, try adapting Call to your voice, 
which can significantly improve accuracy for some speakers. 
(See "Changing Voice Dial Sensitivity" on page 109 for 
details.)

To place a call using voice Call:

1. Activate voice recognition by pressing and holding . 
(The phone prompts you for a command.)

2. Say Call. (The phone prompts you to say the number.)
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3. Say either a name stored in your Contacts or a valid 7, 10 or 
11 digit North American phone number naturally and 
clearly.

• If the phone asks you, “Did You Say,” followed by the 
correct number, say Yes. (You can also select the correct 
number from those displayed on the screen by pressing 

 on the correct number. The phone will then dial the 
number.)

• If the phone asks you, “Did You Say,” followed by an 
incorrect number, say No. (If there are other alternatives, 
the phone will prompt you with the next one. You can also 
press the navigation key up or down to highlight the 
correct number from the Choice List, and then press  
to dial.)

• If you said a name listed in your Contacts that has more 
than one number associated with it, the phone displays 
the different locations (Home, Office, Mobile, Pager, Fax) 
and asks you which one to dial. Say one of the location 
names and the phone will dial the number for the location 
you specified.

Note: In some cases, the phone might ask you to repeat a name or 
number. Make sure that the number is a valid 7, 10 or 11 digit North 
American phone number, and then say the number again. If the number 
is not valid, or if the phone still does not recognize the number on the 
second try, it will not place a call.

Enabling and disabling Choice Lists
You can customize whether the Call feature displays the list of top 
voice recognition choices or automatically dials the first number, 
without displaying a choice list. 
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To enable or disable Choice Lists for voice dialing:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Tools & Apps.

3. Press  for Voice Service.

4. Press the left soft key  for Settings.

5. Highlight Choice Lists and press .

6. Press the navigation key up or down to highlight 
Automatic, Always On or Always Off and press left soft key 

 for OK.

Send Text
The Send Text option allows you to quickly send a text message to a 
person in your Contacts by saying the full name of the person.

1. Activate voice recognition by pressing and holding . 
(The phone will prompt you for a command.)

2. Say the person’s full name, exactly as it is entered in your 
Contacts. (The phone will play the name it recognized 
through the earpiece, and then open the contact 
information for that name.)

If the phone says, “Did You Say,” followed by an incorrect 
name, say No. The phone then prompts you with the next 
name, if there is one. If there are no more names, the phone will 
say “Sorry, no match found.”

3. The Send To page opens. If the correct contact is displayed, 
press the Next soft key, and create your message. For more 
information on creating messages, see "Text and Multimedia 
Messages" on page 53.
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Lookup
Lookup lets you retrieve contact information for any person in your 
Contacts by saying the full name of the person.

To retrieve information using Lookup:

1. Activate voice recognition by pressing and holding . (The 
phone will prompt you for a command.)

2. Say Lookup. (The phone will prompt you to say the name.)

3. Say the person’s full name, exactly as it is entered in your 
Contacts. The phone will play the name it recognized 
through the earpiece, and then open the contact information 
for that name.

If the phone says, “Did You Say,” followed by an incorrect 
name, say No. The phone then prompts you with the next name, 
if there is one. If there are no more names, the phone will say 
“Sorry, No Match Found.”

Go To
The Go To option allows you to quickly launch a menu item.

To use the Go To feature:

1. Activate voice recognition by pressing and holding . (The 
phone will prompt you for a command.)

2. Wait for the beep and say Go To followed by one of the 
following: Contacts, Call History, Messaging, Wireless 
Web, or Next Menu.
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Check
The Check option gives you an update on the general status of your 
phone including signal and battery strength, network, and your 
phone number.

To view the phone status information:

1. Activate voice recognition by pressing and holding . (The 
phone will prompt you for a command.)

2. Wait for a beep and say Check followed by an option: 
Status, Signal, Network, Battery, or My Phone #.

Changing Voice Dial Sensitivity
You can adjust your phone’s sensitivity to sounds when listening for 
voice commands or names, making it require a more exact or less 
exact sound match before responding to your command.

To modify the Voice Dial Sensitivity setting:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Tools & Apps.

3. Press  for Voice Service.

4. Press the left soft key  for Settings.

5. Press  for Sensitivity.

6. Press the navigation key up or down to choose Reject 
More,   Recommended, or Reject Less and press the left 
soft key  for OK. 

If you select Reject More, your phone will require a more 
exact sound match and if you select Reject Less, your 
phone will require a less exact sound match.
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Configuring Digit Dialing
You can configure your phone to adapt to your voice when using 
voice-based dialing.

To configure voice-activated digit dialing:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Tools & Apps.

3. Press  for Voice Service.

4. Press the left soft key  for Settings.

5. Press  for Digit Dialing.

6. Press  for Adapt Digits.

7. Press the left soft key  for OK. 

8. Follow the instructs presented on your screen to configure 
your phone for your voice. You will be prompted to record a 
series of numbers. After listening to each recording, press 
the left soft key  for Yes to keep the recording, or press 
the right soft key  for No to reject the recording.

Tip: To reset digit dialing, press  for Reset Digits while in the Digit 
Dialing menu.

Changing Voice Dial Prompts
By default, your phone provides audio prompts such as “Please say a 
command”. 

To turn these prompts on or off:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Tools & Apps.

3. Press  for Voice Service.
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4. Press the left soft key  for Settings.

5. Press  for Sound.

6. Press  for Prompts,  for Digits or  for Names.

Tip: Press  for Name Settings to change the speed and volume that 
names are repeated.

Changing Voice Launch
By default, voice commands are activated by pressing and 
holding . You can change your phone’s settings to activate voice 
commands whenever you slide the phone open.

To modify Voice Launch settings:

4. Press the left soft key  for Settings.

5. Press  for Voice Launch.

6. Scroll up or down to highlight Talk Key or Talk Key and 
Slide Up and press the left soft key  for OK.
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Voice Memo
You can use your phone to record brief memos to remind you of 
important events, phone numbers, or other items.

Recording Voice Memos
1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Tools & Apps.

3. Press  for Voice Memo. The Sound Gallery opens.

4. If you have not previously recorded a voice memo, press 
the left soft key  for Record New.

If you have already recorded a voice memo, press the right 
soft key  for Options and press  for Record New.

To hear a previously recorded voice memo, press the left 
soft key  for Play.

5. Wait for the beep and then start speaking. (As it is 
recording, the phone displays a countdown timer that 
shows how many seconds are left for recording.)

Press the left soft key  to Pause the memo. (When a 
memo is paused, press the left soft key  again to 
Resume recording.)

6. Press the right soft key  to Finish the recording prior to 
the countdown completion.

7. The memo is saved to your phone. Press the left soft 
key  to Play your message for review.

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Recording Phone Call Conversations
Your phone can record phone conversations. Only the person with 
whom you are conversing is recorded.

To create a Voice Memo:

1. During a call, press the right soft key  for Options.

2. Press  for Voice Memo. (A one minute counter is 
displayed on the screen to indicating the amount of time a 
single voice memo can be recorded.)

Press the left soft key  to Pause. (When a memo is 
paused, press the left soft key  again to Resume 
recording.)

3. Press the right soft key  for Done to stop and save the 
phone call conversation.

Voice Memo Options
After recording a voice memo, you can access the following options 
by pressing the right soft key  for Options in the Sound Gallery 
menu.

• Record New: lets you record a new voice memo. See

• Upload: lets you upload the selected voice memo to a storage 
area provided by your service provider.
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• Erase: lets you erase a voice memo. Select the individual 
memos to erase by highlighting them and pressing . Press 
the left soft key  for Next and confirm the deletion.

• Erase All: lets you erase all the voice memos.

• Copy/Move: lets you copy or move the memo to your memory 
card.

• Rename: lets you change the description of the voice memo.

• Info: displays information about the selected voice memo, such 
as length and recording date.
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Settings
With Settings (Menu ), you can customize your phone’s display, 
sound and other options to your suit your needs and preferences.

Sounds

Ringers
Different ringer types help you identify incoming calls and messages. 
With the Ringers options (Menu   ), you can assign ringer 
types to identify callers, types of calls, schedules, types of alarms, 
and types of messages. Ringer types available for assignment 
include:

• Single Tones: includes a variety of standard ringer types.

• Ring Tones: includes a variety of standard musical melodies.

• Melodies: includes a variety of short songs.

• Downloaded: includes all the ringtones you have previously 
downloaded. See "Shop" on page 90.

Voice Calls
You can select a different ringer for each type of received call: those 
with caller ID, unknown callers, and calls while roaming:

To assign unique ringers to different types of calls:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Settings.

3. Press  for Sounds.

4. Press  for Ringers.
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5. Press  for Voice Calls.

6. Press  for Caller ID or  for Unknown calls.

7. Press the navigation button up or down to select Single

Roam ringer

To select a ringer type for received messages:

3. Press  for Sounds.

4. Press  for Ringers.

5. Press  for Messages.

6. Press  for Voicemail,  for Text and Multimedia or 
 for Web-Alerts.

7. Press the navigation button up or down to select Single 
Tones, Ring Tones, Melodies, or Downloaded.

8. Press the navigation button up or down to select desired 
ringer.

9. Press  to save and exit.

Meeting / Silent Mode
You can disable the ringer during meetings or in movie theaters.

To enable or disable silent mode:

3. Press  for Sounds.

4. Press  for Ringers.

5. Press  for Meeting / Silent Mode.

6. Press the navigation button up or down to select On or Off.

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Key Tone
This menu allows you to select the sound you hear when you press a 
key. Press up or down to highlight an option and press right or left to 
scroll through the choices. When you are finished, press the Save 
soft key or do the following:

4. Press  for Key Tone.

6. Press the navigation key right to increase or left to decrease 
the volume.

DTMF Length
Your phone offers a number of options for the audible tones that 
accompany a key press. Voice mail or other automated systems may 
require long or short time lengths to activate different features.

To select a tone length:

4. Press  for Keypad.

5. Press  for DTMF Length.

6. Select Short or Long.

7. Press  to save and exit.

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5. Press the navigation key left or right until the desired 
volume level is selected.

Notification
The Notification option allows you to set whether your phone 
prompts you of incoming messages while playing games or using 
tools.

To enable or disable Notification:

5. Select an option to change:

• Voice Mail: select On or Off.

GPS
Your phone’s GPS feature enables service providers to locate your 
position for emergency and other services.

To enable or disable GPS tracking:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Settings.

3. Press  for GPS.
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4. To enable GPS tracking for your phone select On. To disable 

GPS tracking for everything except emergencies, select 
Emergency Only(E911). 

5. Press  to save and exit.

Note: See "GPS Services" on page 93 for information about downloading 
new GPS services.

Others

Key Sensitivity
You can adjust the sensitivity of the touch pad on the front of the 
handset. Test the level options, and then select the sensitivity level 
that works best for you.

You can 
change the Restriction settings to prevent all calls, restrict calls to 
Contacts only or to allow only special numbers such as 911 or 
Customer Service. 

To modify the Restriction option settings:

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Auto Answer

Auto Answer lets you specify an amount of time in seconds after 
which your phone will automatically answer incoming phone calls. 
This is useful when your phone is connected to an optional 
hands-free car kit or head set, for example.

To set up automatic answering:

1. Press the left soft key  for Menu.

2. Press  for Settings.

Getting the Most out of Your Reception

Keeping tabs on signal strength
The quality of each call you make or receive depends on the signal 
strength in your area. Your phone informs you of the current signal 
strength by displaying a number of bars next to the signal strength 
icon. The more bars displayed, the stronger the signal. If you’re 
inside a building, being near a window may give you better reception. 
For more information on icons, see "Screen Icons" on page 9.

Understanding the Power Save feature
If your phone is unable to find a signal after 15 minutes of searching, 
a Power Save feature is automatically activated. If your phone is 
active, it periodically rechecks service availability or you can check it 
yourself by pressing any key. Anytime the Power Save feature is 
activated, a message is displayed on the screen. When a signal is 
found, your phone returns to standby mode. 

Understanding how your phone operates
Your phone is basically a radio transmitter and receiver. When it’s 
turned on, it receives and transmits radio frequency (RF) signals. 
When you use your phone, the system handling your call controls the 
power level. This power can range from 0.006 watts to 0.2 watts in 
digital mode.
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Knowing radio frequency safety

The design of your phone complies with updated NCRP standards 
described below. In 1991-92, the Institute of Electrical and 
Electronics Engineers (IEEE) and the American National Standards 
Institute (ANSI) joined in updating ANSI’s 1982 standard for safety 
levels with respect to human exposure to RF signals.
